ii. How do you use AR reports? Discuss which reports you use, data that you find useful, how you use that data, and who has access to that data.

c. Review the list of concerns to see if the workshop sessions have answered any of the concerns.

3. AR Practices Workshop (Monday PD afternoon towards the end of Term 1) 60-90 minutes

a. What are your concerns about AR? (Whole group brainstorming on IWB)

b. Workshop in year level groups (discuss and report back on each of the following)

i. What are your target setting practices? Discuss when targets are set, who sets the targets and how the targets are set.

ii. What are your record keeping practices? Discuss what records (reading logs) are kept, who maintains the records, who uses the records and how the records are used.

iii. How do you manage the issuing of certificates? Discuss setting certificates, frequency of issuing of certificates, the occasions you issue certificates. 

c. Review the list of concerns to see if the workshop sessions have answered any of the concerns.

Use the data collected from sessions 2 & 3 to develop roles and responsibilities guidelines and to plan future PD sessions. Topics for future sessions might include:
